Roll 2 bowls FH and 2 more BH to the spots, attempting to be wide of the jack when passing it. 

Scoring: 

     1' or closer to the target = +5 pts. 

     Narrow, through the head, or shorter than 3' from the spot = -5 pts. 

     All other bowls ï no score. 

     Total possible points = +20 to -20 pt

      If itõs the 4th of July, itõs time for my annual viewing of my favorite all time movie, YANKEE 

DOODLE DANDY, starring James Cagney. This is the  story of George M. Cohan, one of the most 

successful composers to ever produce shows on Broadway. James Cagney plays the singing/dancing 

Cohan. The movie follows Cohan in his childhood days as a member of his families vaudeville act up to 

the time he received a medal from FDR for his special contributions to the USA.  

    This was Warner Bros.' second highest-grossing film of 1942 

($4.8 million). James Cagney's performance as George M. Cohan is 

ranked #6 on Premiere Magazine's 100 Greatest Performances of All 

Time. In 2007, the American Film Institute ranked this as the #98 

Greatest Movie of All Time. 

    Being the trooper James Cagney was, he broke a rib while filming 

a dance scene but continued dancing until it was completed. Walking 

down the stairs at the White House at the end of the movie, James 

Cagney goes into a tap dance. According to TCM, that was completely  

ad-libbed. James Cagney won his first and only Oscar for this film. 

    Yankee Doodle Dandy, in my opinion, features one of the most 

emotional scenes in movie history. That scene is not a singing and danc-

ing one featuring Cagney like what most of the movie features, it is a 

quiet, intimate scene featuring what I think is Cagney at his very best. 

That scene of course, is Walter Huston playing the elder Cohan dying 

with James Cagney as George Cohan leaning over him saying "My Mother thanks you, My Father 

thanks you, My sister thanks you, And I thank you", then a with a smile on his face, the elder Cohan 

dies. When this scene was being filmed, there were numerous takes because members of the crew 

began sobbing while the lines were being uttered by Cagney.  

       Be sure to check out this gem of a movie and get in the 4th of July spirit. I double dog dare 

you to not start singing OVER THERE at the end of the movie :)))
